[bookmark: _1fob9te]The Colorado Department of Revenue, Hearings Division, will hold a virtual public rulemaking hearing on amended rules for administrative cases involving the non-driver’s license related cases (Regulatory and Taxation cases), listed below, at 10:00 a.m. on March 17, 2026. This hearing will be conducted entirely by telephone and video conference and will be recorded. 

Details regarding how to join the webinar and testify during the rulemaking hearing are outlined in section III below.

I. Subject of Hearing

[bookmark: _3znysh7]The Colorado Department of Revenue is considering amendments to the Rules for Hearings Related to the Regulatory and Taxation cases (1 CCR 211-1). 

The Department is proposing changes to its Rules for Hearings Related to Non-Driver’s License or State Issued Identification Card cases (1 CCR 211-1). These cases are referred to as Regulatory and Taxation cases. These revisions are proposed for the following reasons:

· Rule 3. Hearing Process. - The proposed revisions are to update the Hearings Division’s physical address for the purpose of the public being able to inspect a copy of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure and the Colorado Rules of Evidence. In addition, language requiring the Department or its constituent divisions to be represented by the Colorado Attorney General’s Office is being removed to streamline the rule and remove a requirement already found in statute.

· Rule 5. Evidence. - The proposed revision is to update the Hearings Division’s physical address for the purpose of the public being able to inspect a copy of the Colorado Rules of Evidence. 

· Rule 6. Conduct and Decorum. - The proposed revisions are to update the Hearings Division’s physical address for the purpose of the public being able to inspect a copy of the Colorado Rules of Civil Procedure and the Colorado Code of Judicial Conduct.
